________ Pray a table prayer before meals 
________ Pray each day for those in need from the weekly church list that is found in the News  
     and Notes 
________ Pray the Great Litany during Lent 
________ Make use of private confession/absolution with one of the pastors 
________ Pray Luther’s morning and evening prayer daily 
________ Read the daily devotion in “A Treasury of Daily Prayer”

________ Join Bible study class at Bethany 
________ Read the Book of Psalms throughout the year 
________ Read the Small and Large Catechism in a year 
________ Read the books of Exodus, John and Romans in a year 
________ Read Hebrews during the year to gain better understanding of Holy Communion 
________ Read the Augsburg confession 
________ Read the Athanasian Creed other than on Trinity Sunday and reflect on what it says 
________ Purchase a Lutheran Study Bible. Pick 1 book of the Bible and read the text and the notes
